Poznań is a city in west-central Poland with over 700 000 inhabitants. Located on the Warta River, it is one of the oldest cities in Poland, making it an important historical centre and a vibrant centre of trade, industry, and education. Poznań is Poland's third largest city and fourth biggest industrial centre.

The Warta is a river in western-central Poland. With a length of approximately 808 kilometers it is the country's third longest river. The Warta has a basin area of 54,529 square kilometers.

Warta River in Poznan is a venue of the 2010 Club World Championship.

Access road to the peg: There is dirt road along the venue, allows to reach to every peg. 

Kind of venue: River

Width:44m

Flow & Rigs: There is a very strong flow, rigs must be kept heavy. 50-60g seems to be enough to stop the rig in one place, although one ussually use 12-20g ones.

Depth: Depths are consistent throughout, and average out at 2m on line of 13m.

Bottom:As far as 8m from the bank, a bottom is covered with a big granite stones, and descent toward to middle of the river. Then the bottom is flat, gravely, and very hard.

Bank line:Bank line of all sectors are stright.


Bank: Bank is reinforced with a concret slabs, slops gently to the river, and safety ropes for seat boxes are not neccessary.
